During Advent, | had the fun of reenacting the story of the birth of Jesus with the children of our
nursery school. | try to do this each year but this year it was different. The children were so excited
that they were kind of all over the place. But, there were two moments that the nature of faith and the
kingdom of heaven burst out of these tiny children with pure loving hearts.

| had the angels and shepherds all in their places, well not really but they were at least close. The kings were standing in
the middle of the center aisle. It was time to start the journey of Mary and Joseph to Bethlehem. Somehow | had
mistakenly choosen a silent inn keeper. This is not good because he has a key line. We rehearsed, “There is no room in
the inn.” Usually it is wonderful and makes a great point. Theologically we have made a big deal of Jesus having to be
born in the least important place in Bethlehem. Our preschool innkeeper has no interest In speaking his line, but still
wants to be the inn keeper. | decide to move ahead even though the inn keeper is too shy to speak .

| start telling the story of the journey that Mary and Joseph make to Bethlehem and | say to Joseph, “Ok, Joseph, you

knock on the door.” Joseph answers, “No.” .... | am a little startled but | ask him again, “Oh, Joseph, won’t you knock on
the door.” He answers again, “No.” ..... So...I turn to Mary and say, “Mary, do you want to knock on the door.” She says,
“No.”........ | decide to take things into my own hands and | knock on the door for them. Then prompted by me,

Joseph asks,, “Can we stay here.” Remember the silentinn keeper? He speaks. ... and says, “YES.” The inn keeper
says “yes! “

I look into his eyes and childlike face. This young child would not say no to anyone. Someone needs a place to stay and
he lets them in. He has a place in his heart for the homeless, the needy and those who ask for help. | am touched. So
we go with the flow and the inn keeper takes Mary and Joseph to the manger. Mary picks up the baby Jesus wrapped in
a soft white cloth. | repeat the words of the story as little blue eyed, blond haired Mary cradles the baby in her arms,
“While they were there, it came time for Mary to give birth to the baby, she wrapped him in swaddling cloths and layed
him in the manger because there was no room in the inn....” (this is the part | needed to rewrite)

| looked at Mary and said, “OK, lay the baby in the manger.” Mary looked up me, smiled and shook her head . . ... no.
| stumbled again and said, “Don’t you want to lay Jesus in the manger?” She smiled, pulled Jesus closer and tighter to
herself and smiled and shook her head ... .no. She could no more lay down the baby than | expect Mary the mother of
our Lord wanted to. (thisis the second rewrite)

When you have a baby, you want to hold them. You want to hug them, let them grab your finger with their tiny hand
and kiss their head. When Jesus comes into our lives we need to hold onto Him as tenderly and lovingly as our preschool
Mary. When we allow the Spirit of our Lord to drive our actions we will have a heart like the inn keeper who could not
say no to Mary and Joseph.

You have to know that | am sitting in my office writing this and the face of these two children are burned into my mind
and heart. They had an aire of innocence and honesty. They forced me to understand that when God comes into the
world, when He parks Himself in my heart, when | share His story, everything changes.



This is my Epiphany. (A sudden intuitive leap of understanding, especially through an ordinary but striking occurrence.)
God’s love changes everything. Today, we know who Jesus is, so of course we will find room for Him in the inn, but
more importantly, in our hearts, our lives, our school, our work and whereever we are. The preschool Mary could not let
the baby Jesus out of her arms and hopefully she will never let Him be out of her life. Today we also know the Jesus of
the sermon on the mount, the Jesus who healed the sick, the Jesus who hung on the cross and was raised from the dead
and the Jesus who, after His resurrection, the Jesus who said to us all and the whole creation, “Peace be with you.”

This is my Epiphany...God’s love changes everything. He helps me overcome fear and doubt. He allows me to rewrite
the Christmas story and rewrite my own future. He leaps into the center of my chaos and rescues me from myself and
my shortcomings. He daily convinces me that while my “outer nature is wasting away, my inner nature is being renewed
everyday.”

Welcome to Epiphany. God is active and alive in the world. Watch for Him.

The day before at work
had been full of people in need — frustrated because they were struggling financially and needed food, help
with their fuel bills, Christmas presents for their kids, assistance with medical bills, you name it — and taking
their frustrations out on me. | wasn’t sure what to expect from the day before me as a result. The news that
morning had been particularly bad with violence everywhere according to the newscasters.

As | drove along | thought about the contrast of the second morning with the first that | just described
and how things can turn on a dime. | remembered back to the song from that morning before and tried
humming it and replaying the words to see if it would help my mood. “See the bird with the leaf in her
mouth...after the flood all the colors came out...it's a beautiful day...don’t let it get away.”

| have often pondered the mysteries of God’s beauty and | certainly have celebrated beautiful days in
my own life and the lives of others. As | sat there and thought about the words to the song, | realized that, in
Him, the simplest days really are beautiful, that He’s there on the ugly ones, too, and that He does return
beauty for destruction.



So what did that mean for me on that day? It means that for me, just as for anyone else, a beautiful day
is a choice. It’'s a decision we make every day — to trust that God is there — among all our weaknesses, hurts,
and failures. He makes everything beautiful. He is still with us, in our best moments as well as in our ugly ones.
And He always will be.

NEW FORMAT FOR THE POCONOTES

Beginning in January we will be sending out our monthly newsletter, the
Poconotes, on line. We will still provide the newsletter by mail to those who do not have access to a
computer and copies will be available to pick up in the church lobby each month.

There are several reasons for deciding to take this course for our mailing:

1. Many people who use their computer daily prefer this method over using a “hard copy”
which might get lost in the shuffle of everyday mail.

2. We can reduce the expense of printing the Poconotes that now includes about 4,500 pages per

month for ink and copy costs.

The cost for postal fees would also be reduced.

4. We can increase our readership by using email, facebook, and our website to distribute the
electronic version.

5. We will be able to make use of technologies such as links, photos and interactive
opportunities.

6. The Poconotes is now mailed out by “Bulk Mailing” at the Milford Post Office. Therefore, it
may arrive to households later that expected. (Many people did not even receive their December
Poconotes as late as December 20.) Online mailing will get information out to you much faster.

7. There will be more information on the online version, than the printed version.

In January we will send out the Poconotes both by mail and through the internet. Our plan is to
get e-mails of those who wish to receive their newsletter by internet. In February we will give
people the choice of receiving the Poconotes by mail or electronically.

By doing this, we will reduce the expense of producing our newsletter. We also will make the
newsletter much more available to others who visit our website and facebook page, but are not on
our mailing list. Hopefully this outreach to others will help spread God’s message of love to others,
and to inform them of the programs and upcoming events we have here at Holy Trinity.

A Gift of Life

Hi. My name is Jan Hurwitz. | am married to Phil Hurwitz. We own our computer services
company based out of Milford. We are more well known as the owners of the former Pike
Online, the company that put Pike County on the Internet Road Map.

Almost six years ago, Phil incurred an automobile accident. Since then we have spent countless hours traveling
and consulting with what now seems to be countless doctors at medical facilities as far as 2,500 miles from Pike County.
Trying to get Phil a cure or, at the very least, relief from the injuries that he suffered on that fateful day. During this
process we were advised that Phil had something called “ARVD” which is a type of cardiomyopathy (www.arvd.org). Itis
a rare heart condition that apparently he was genetically predisposed to have. At about the same time Phil was being
diagnosed with this disease, his sister (who had been diagnosed some years prior) was entering the Heart Transplant
Program at the Medical Center at the University of Miami. About March of this year, Phil underwent his most major
surgery yet. Since that time he was diagnosed with Congestive Heart Failure. The latest diagnosis is not attributed to
the normal age related symptoms, but with ARVD.

We understand that at any given time there are at least 110,000 people on the organ transplant waiting list
around the Nation. There are many rules that apply to getting chosen for this program. One of them is an age cut off.
My husband is now over 70 and the Johns Hopkins program only accepts exceptional cases in their Heart Transplant
Program for people over the age of 70. Knowing that this is a long shot, we applied for Phil at the Heart Transplant
Center at Johns Hopkins. In September of this year the Johns Hopkins Heart Transplant program refused him solely
because of his age. (I want you to know that we are not giving up. But this letter is not about us.)

Approximately two and a half years ago, Phil’s sister had her heart transplant. Even though she was many miles
away, we sweated out the entire process with her. She underwent heart transplant surgery. Today she is doing fine.

Recently | read the well written article in the newspaper of a young Pike County teenager, Christopher Sommers,
who shares my husband’s illness. | read the plea for money to help this family and | see the many demonstrations of
assistance to help this family through this trying time.

Phil and | know first hand what this family is going through. We know the pain of not knowing if your loved one
is going to make it. The costs involved in going from doctor to doctor for help. The costs involved in hotel rooms, food,
care for other family members while you are away at long distance hospitals. We know first hand the worry of juggling
your job, or business in our care, through such times.

With Phil’s sister’s heart transplant journey we felt the pit in our stomachs knowing that we may be losing our
loved one. We felt the pit in our stomachs knowing that, if a heart comes up that was compatible for her, someone
else’s pain would be our miracle.

We know first hand what the Sommer’s family is going through. We are proud of the people of Pike County for
coming together as a family of sorts to support this family in their time of need with fund raisers and money.

| would like to say, however, while your money, fundraisers and moral support are incredibly important to the
Sommer’s family at this time, there is one more thing that you can do to support them that is just as import...maybe
more so. Become an Organ Donor.

As of September of this year, doctors were able to perform 21,354 organ transplants from this priceless gift that
came from 10,556 people. (http://optn.transplant.hrsa.gov/)

Before Phil’s sister’s heart transplant, neither Phil nor | would have ever considered joining the Organ Donor
program. This program is something that you sign up for at the DMV. Once you have joined, your license will have the
words “Organ Donor” in green on it. We did this because we are grateful for the miracle our family has received.

In closing, | am challenging you to give Christopher Sommers and his family another gift. Pre-give the gift you
never planned on giving . . . Because all the money in the world will not help without organ donors.
